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Another Reason for Pursuing Democracy
:The Concept of Democratic Peace

Abstract

The study of democratic peace links the domain of domestic
politics and international politics. It argues that the more demo-
cratic a nation to be, the less fight it will launch against other
nations. Even a nation does involve in a conflict, it is less likely
that it v:'i]l resort to violent means. Many empirical studies have
confirmed the existence of democratic peace and found that demo-
cratic nations are the last nations to fight each other. This
paper employs methods and knowledge developed by previous
studies to analyze rivalry between Taiwan and Mainland China.
Generally speaking, to a broad extent, democratic peace explains
the case very well. Finally, a brief suggestion provides that
Taiwan could take a stronger position in politics, but in the same

time increase economic and cultural exchanges.
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
